Process of deep breathing :-
i) Find a comfortable and quiet place to sit or lie down and close your eyes.
ii) Place one hand on your belly, just below your ribs. Place the other hand on your chest.
iii) Take a regular breath.
iv) Then, take a slow, deep breath. Breathe in slowly through your nose.
v) Holding your breathe, pause for a second or two.
vi) Slowly breathe out.
vii) Do it several times until you have a calming rhythm.
