Rotation Revolution 

Rotation is the spinning of 

earth around its imaginary axis,  

Revolution is the movement of 

earth on its orbit around the 

sun. 

It takes 24 hours to complete 

one rotation. 

It takes 365 ¼ days to complete 

one revolution. 

It causes day and night. It causes change in season. 

 

c) When the earth rotates on its axis, one half of it faces the sun. This 

part of the earth receives the sunlight and has day. The other half of 

the earth faces away from the sun. This part does not receive any 

sunlight and is in darkness. This is night. 

 

d) An event in space due to which the sun becomes totally or partially 

hidden on a new moon day is called solar eclipse. 

 

e) A lunar eclipse occurs when the earth comes between the sun and the 

moon. 
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
