Nepal is divided into three broad physical areas- the mountain
region, the hill region, and the terai region. The Mount Everest highest peak in the world lie in this
mountain region. The terai region of Nepal is the northern extension of the Gangetic Plains of India.

Ans. India is located in the southern part of Asia. It lies entirely in the Northern and eastern
Hemispheres between latitudes 8°4' N - 37°6 N and longitudes between 68°7 E - 97°25 E. Tropic of
cancer which passes through India divided India into two halves. Total landmass of India has an area of
3.28 million sq.km.
